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The	Five	Love	Languages	theory,	introduced	by	Gary	Chapman	in	his	1992	book,	suggests	that	people	have	unique	preferred	ways	of	giving	and	receiving	love.	The	five	distinct	languages	identified	are	Words	of	Affirmation,	Quality	Time,	Physical	Touch,	Acts	of	Service,	and	Receiving	Gifts.	Each	language	is	a	way	to	express	heartfelt	commitment	to
one's	partner.	According	to	the	theory,	conflicts	arise	when	partners	speak	different	languages,	such	as	expressing	love	through	gifts	instead	of	quality	time.	The	solution	is	for	each	partner	to	learn	and	regularly	express	their	primary	love	language	to	fill	each	other's	emotional	love	tank.	People	who	want	a	good	relationship	like	it	when	their	partner
is	actively	listening	without	distractions,	doing	things	with	them	together,	having	meaningful	conversations	and	sharing	thoughts,	feelings	and	desires.	But	they	get	annoyed	if	their	partner	seems	distracted	or	interested	only	in	other	things.	To	make	them	happy,	partners	can	put	away	phones,	face	each	other,	ask	questions	that	make	sense,	plan
regular	date	nights.	For	those	who	like	physical	touch,	it's	a	big	deal	to	feel	loved	through	hugs,	kisses,	cuddles	and	intimate	moments.	Partners	can	show	love	by	holding	hands,	giving	hugs,	or	just	sitting	close	together.	For	people	whose	primary	love	language	is	acts	of	service,	they	feel	loved	when	their	partner	helps	them	with	tasks	without	being
asked. Chapman's	Five	Love	Languages	theory,	though	popular,	has	its	drawbacks.	It	prioritizes	heteronormative	couples,	using	terms	like	"husbands"	and	"wives,"	which	alienates	LGBTQ+	readers.	The
model's	Christian	undertones	make	it	inaccessible	to	non-Christian	or	secular	individuals,	limiting	its	effectiveness.	Moreover,	the	emphasis	on	unconditional	love	and	endurance	can	lead	to	victims	of	abuse	being	encouraged	to	prioritize	their	partner's	needs	over	their	own	well-being,	potentially	putting	them	in	danger.	Additionally,	Chapman's
anecdotes	often	reinforce	traditional	gender	roles,	where	women	are	expected	to	carry	emotional	labor,	perpetuating	outdated	stereotypes.
