One’s	a	multi-limbed	organism	working	as	an	escort,	the	other	a	metallic	sphere,	an
officer	sent	to	bring	the	escort	to	justice	for	her	crime.	As	weird	as	this	idea	sounds,	the	interviews	of	the	two	entities	reveal	just	how	ridiculous	an	Euclid	SCP	can	be.	The	ending	had	me	at	a	loss	for	words,	and	I	wasn’t	sure	if	I	should	shake	my	head	or	laugh	out	loud.	The	Way	of	All	Flesh	is	amongst	the	best	Euclid	SCPs	of	Series	III.	It	starts	off	by
describing	a	strange	man,	or	entity,	who’s	supposedly	been	alive	for	centuries. Decommissioning	may	also	be	performed	for	ethical	reasons,	particularly	when	containment
necessitates	extreme	suffering	or	is	unable	to	prevent	excessive	loss	of	life.	To	avoid	any	unnecessary	losses,	decommissioning	anomalies	requires	authorization	from	a	higher	authority,	such	as	the	O5	Council,	the	Ethics	Committee,	or	the	Decommissioning	Department. If	you	can't	fit	it	in	a	box	but	that's	not	a	big	deal,
then	it's	probably	Ticonderoga.	If	you're	not	sure	what	box	to	put	it	in	yet,	it's	probably	Pending.	Note	that	as	a	special	consideration,	something	that	is	autonomous,	alive,	and/or	sapient	is	almost	always	at	least	Euclid-class.	That	is,	if	you	lock	a	living	thing	in	a	box	and	forget	about	it,	it	will	eventually	suffocate	or	starve	to	death,	and	that's	not	a	good
outcome.	Something	that	is	intelligent	could	also	end	up	being	smart	enough	to	outwit	its	containment	procedures	and/or	stop	cooperating	with	the	Foundation's	attempts	to	contain	it,	making	it	more	dangerous	than	it	otherwise	might	be.	What	if	I	find	an	SCP	that	is	the	wrong	Object	Class?	The	Object	Classes	are	intentionally	left	vague	as	to	not
limit	the	author's	creative	freedom;	a	rigid,	defined	system	of	classes	might	hinder	an	author's	ability	to	write	the	way	they	would	want	to,	and	as	such	multiple	proposals	to	create	better-defined	systems	in	the	past	have	been	turned	down	by	SCP	Wiki	staff.	If	you	find	an	SCP	article	that	you	feel	might	be	inappropriately	classified,	feel	free	to	raise
discussion	on	the	topic	and	see	what	other	community	members	think.	If	the	explanation	is	not	to	your	satisfaction,	then	feel	free	to	express	your	opinion	on	the	matter	and	vote	accordingly	on	the	page.	If	an	SCP	is	very	dangerous	should	its	Object	Class	be	higher?	No,	danger	does	not	really	affect	an	SCP's	Object	Class.	As	has	been	reiterated	several
times	above	this,	an	item's	Object	Class	is	more	based	on	the	difficulty	of	containment	rather	than	the	danger	it	otherwise	poses.	For	example,	a	button	that	can	destroy	the	entire	universe	when	it's	pressed	would	be	safe,	whereas	a	cat	who	randomly	switches	places	with	another	cat	anywhere	on	earth	would	be	considered	Keter.	Can	an	SCP	have
more	than	one	Object	Class?	Generally	no,	however	it	is	permitted.	While	Secondary	Classes	can	be	used	alone,	they	are	often	used	in	addition	to	a	primary	object	class,	and	in	those	cases	the	tags	for	both	are	applied	(or	the	tag	for	the	primary	object	class	plus	the	esoteric-class	tag).	In	cases	where	an	SCP's	object	class	changes	over	time,	and	the
SCP	article	reflects	that,	for	the	purpose	of	tagging	only	the	Object	Class	or	classes	on	the	final	version	of	the	SCP	should	be	applied.	The	exception	is	SCPs	that	were	Neutralized,	Decomissioned	or	Explained	-	they	should	be	tagged	with	whatever	their	object	class	was	before.	What	about	Risk	Classes?	Disruption	Classes?	Threat	Levels?	ect.	Various
authors	have	introduced	alternatives	or	supplements	to	the	SCP	Object	Class.	The	most	widely	used	is	the	Anomaly	Classification	System	(ACS),	explained	in	detail	in	this	guide,	which	adds	a	Risk	Class	to	indicate	how	dangerous	an	anomaly's	effect	are	to	individuals,	and	a	Disruption	Class	to	indicate	how	widespread	its	effects	would	be	if
uncontained.	Alternatively,	some	articles	use	color-coded	Threat	Levels	to	indicate	how	dangerous	an	anomaly	if	containment	was	breached.	This	system	was	originally	created	by	the	French	branch	of	the	SCP	Wiki,	as	outlined	in	this	translated	guide,	but	has	seen	some	use	on	the	English-language	Wiki.	Other	systems	are	less	frequently	used,	and
may	be	the	creation	of	a	single	author	for	use	in	their	own	works,	although	other	people	are	welcome	to	use	if	if	they	think	it	works	well	for	their	own	articles.	I	thought	we	weren't	Decomissioning	articles	anymore?	When	did	that	change?	Originally,	the	Decommissioned	Object	Class	was	used	by	staff	to	place	unwanted	articles	deemed	to	be	of	low
quality	in	a	sort	of	"Wall	of	Shame"	rather	than	simply	deleting	them,	keeping	them	around	to	serve	as	examples	of	what	not	to	do.	This	involved	rewriting	the	article	to	describe	the	SCP	object's	"decomissioning",	generally	involving	author	avatars	destroying	the	object	in	an	over-the-top	manner.	This	practice	is	no	longer	performed,	partly	because
such	heavy-handed	edits	by	SCP	staff	are	no	longer	allowed	and	partly	because	decommissioning	ended	up	backfiring,	rather	than	encouraging	better	writing.	The	Decommissioned	articles,	formerly	listed	here,	have	now	been	deleted.	See	the	History	of	the	Universe	Hub	for	more	information	about	this	period	in	the	site's	history.	The	modern
Decomissioned	Object	Class,	as	described	on	the	Decommissioning	Department	Hub,	is	very	different.	Although	the	name	references	the	original	process	of	Decommissioning,	it's	about	exploring	the	reasons	why	the	SCP	Foundation	might	want	to	destroy	a	particular	SCP	object	for	pragmatic	or	ethical	reasons,	and	is	not	about	mocking	low-quality
articles.	What	determines	which	Object	Classes	are	added	to	this	list?	Ultimately,	it	comes	down	to	how	often	an	object	class	is	used.	While	the	majority	of	SCPs	are	classified	as	Safe,	Euclid	or	Keter,	some	articles	use	a	different	classification.	While	most	of	these	are	created	for	a	specific	SCP	and	used	only	once,	a	narrative	object	class	can	be	reused
if	another	author	thinks	it	is	useful.	As	a	general	guideline,	if	you	use	an	object	class	that	isn't	listed	on	this	page,	it's	worth	making	sure	that	it's	clear	what	it	means	within	the	SCP	article,	because	your	reader	is	unlikely	to	have	seen	it	before.	Safe,	Euclid,	and	Keter	have	been	standard	classes	since	the	inception	of	the	website;	all	others	became
standard	due	to	widespread	usage.	Currently,	an	esoteric	object	class	must	be	used	in	25	SCP	articles	before	it	can	be	given	its	own	tag	and	be	defined	in	this	guide.	If	you	have	any	other	questions	about	Object	Classes,	feel	free	to	ask	in	the	discussion.	Euclid	is	one	of	the	three	primary	containment	classes	used	by	the	SCP	Foundation	for	the
anomalous	objects	and	entities	it	catalogues.	Euclid-class	SCPs	are	defined	by	the	fact	that	they	do	not	pose	the	elusiveness	and	potentially	destructive	risk	of	a	Keter	class	object,	but	cannot,	at	the	current	time,	be	contained	by	the	Foundation	with	complete	means	of	certainty.	This	unreliability	can	be	due	to	a	lack	of	knowledge	on	the	Foundation's
part	or	due	to	inherently	unreliable	traits	in	the	object	such	as	sentience,	sapience	or	autonomy.	Almost	all	SCPs	are	initially	assigned	to	the	Euclid	class	until	a	point	where	they	are	understood	well	enough	for	them	to	be	reclassified	as	Safe	or	Keter.[1]	Appearances[]	Notes	and	references[]	Object	Classes,	or	Containment	Classes	under	the	Anomaly
Classification	System,	are	categories	of	anomalous	entities	used	by	the	Foundation	as	an	organization	tool.	The	classes	are	ranked	by	their	difficulty	to	keep	in	containment.	There	are	five	main	classes,	in	which	the	majority	of	entities	are	under:	Safe,	Euclid,	Keter,	Neutralized,	and	Explained,	with	Pending	being	a	transitory	class.	A	common	way	to
determine	the	class	of	an	entity	is	to	use	an	informal	guideline	called	the	Locked	Box	Test,	which	is	a	thought	experiment	consisting	of	imagining	an	anomalous	object	within	a	locked	box	and	the	result	of	leaving	it	alone.	Primary	Classes[]	Safe[]	Emblem	for	the	Safe	classification.	The	name	of	Safe	was	chosen	as	an	easily	understood	term.	Anomalies
classified	as	Safe	are	those	deemed	as	being	easy	to	contain	and	generally	safe	to	handle.	While	this	does	not	mean	Safe	SCPs	are	not	dangerous	in	some	capacity,	they	pose	no	active	threat	to	humanity	or	normalcy.	Using	the	Locked	Box	Test,	if	you	lock	an	entity	in	a	box	and	leave	it	alone,	with	nothing	happening,	it's	likely	Safe.	See	Category:Safe
for	examples.	Euclid[]	Emblem	for	the	Euclid	classification.	The	name	of	Euclid	comes	from	the	Greek	mathematician	Euclid.	Anomalies	classified	as	Euclid	typically	need	more	resources	to	keep	fully	contained,	though	this	is	mainly	to	a	lack	of	full	understanding	of	the	anomaly.	Most	Euclid	SCPs	can	move	on	their	own,	either	possessing	sapient	or
sentient	capacities	or	simply	being	autonomous.	Euclids	can	be	dangerous,	though	not	always.	Using	the	Locked	Box	Test,	if	you	lock	an	entity	in	a	box	and	leave	it	alone,	and	you're	not	sure	what'll	happen,	it's	likely	Euclid.	See	Category:Euclid	for	examples.	Keter[]	Emblem	for	the	Keter	classification.	The	name	of	Keter	is	derived	from	the	topmost
part	of	the	Tree	of	Life	in	the	Jewish	Kabbalah.	Depending	on	headcanon,	it	could	also	be	derived	from	Dr.	Hermann	Keter's	name.	Anomalies	classified	as	Keter	require	vast	amounts	of	resources	to	contain	or	have	common	containment	breaches;	these	entities	generally	have	lengthy	containment	protocols	and	tend	to	have	higher	Risk	Classes.	With
the	Locked	Box	Test,	if	you	lock	an	entity	in	a	box	and	leave	it	alone,	and	it	breaks	out,	it's	likely	Keter.	See	Category:Keter	for	examples.	Thaumiel[]	Emblem	for	the	Thaumiel	classification.	The	name	of	Thaumiel	comes	from	the	order	ruled	by	Satan	and	Moloch	in	the	Jewish	Kabbalah.	Under	the	Anomaly	Classification	System,	Thaumiel	entities	are
no	longer	a	primary	Containment	Class,	but	instead	a	Secondary	Class.	As	such,	the	description	for	Thaumiel	will	remain	here,	though	it	will	be	listed	as	a	Secondary	Class	below.	Anomalies	classified	as	Keter	possess	properties	that	can	be	used	to	contain	other,	usually	more	dangerous,	entities.	Thaumiels	are	rare,	with	the	high	echelons	of	the
Foundation	knowing	little	about	them.	Using	the	Locked	Box	Test,	if	it	is	the	box,	then	it's	likely	Thaumiel.	See	Category:Thaumiel	for	examples. The	Locked	Box	Test	cannot	be	used	because	a	Neutralized	entity	is	dead,	destroyed,	or	deemed	normal.	See	Category:Neutralized	for	examples.	Pending[]	Emblem	for	the	Pending	classification.	Anomalies
classified	as	Pending	are	anomalies	that	have	not	been	assigned	a	class.	Pending	SCPs	generally	do	not	have	enough	information	at	the	time	of	an	entry	to	facilitate	an	object	class,	likely	being	actively	researched	by	the	SCP	Foundation	in	order	to	determine	a	proper	class	to	place	them	in.	Using	the	Locked	Box	Test,	the	results	may	vary	wildly.	See
Category:Pending	for	examples.	Explained[]	Emblem	for	the	Explained	classification.	Anomalies	classified	as	Explained	are	phenomena,	objects,	locations,	or	people	who	have	been	falsely	classified	as	an	SCP	due	to	little	understanding	of	that	former	anomaly.	This	could	simply	be	due	to	mainstream	science	progressing	to	the	point	of	discovering	and
explaining	the	Explained	anomaly	naturally,	a	hoax	that	had	been	debunked,	or	something	falsely	mistaken	as	an	anomaly.	The	Locked	Box	Test	can't	be	used,	as	Explained	SCPs	would	be	considered	non-anomalous	and	freed.	See	Category:Explained	for	examples.	Esoteric[]	Emblem	for	the	Esoteric	classification.	Anomalies	classified	as	Esoteric	don't
fit	perfectly	into	any	previous	classes,	instead	possessing	particularly	unique	attributes	that	require	wildly	different	containment	procedures	and	are	handled	much	differently	than	other	classes.	That	being	said,	Esoteric	classes	tend	to	pair	with	other	classifications	such	as	Euclid	or	Keter,	as	those	are	still	relevant	to	an	Esoteric	anomaly.	There	are
many	Esoteric	classes,	though	the	major	ones	are	listed	below.	See	Category:Esoteric	for	examples.	Major	Esoteric	Classes[]	Apollyon[]	Emblem	for	the	Apollyon	classification.	Anomalies	classified	as	Apollyon	are	so	incomprehensibly	powerful	that
containment	is	impossible	or	will	soon	become	impossible	in	the	future. Archon[]	Emblem	for	the	Archon	classification.	The	term	Archon	is	the	Greek	word	for	"ruler."	Anomalies
classified	as	Archon	are	those	that	are	best	left	uncontained,	particularly	due	to	keeping	the	Veil	Protocol	intact.	Archon	SCPs	typically	are	intrinsically	tied	to	humanity	and/or	consensus	reality	as	a	whole,	which	would	make	containment	cause	adverse	effects	as	a	result.	See	Category:Archon	for	examples. classification.	Cernunnos	derives	from	the	horned	god	of	Celtic	mythology.	Anomalies	classified	as	Cernunnos	are	those	that	can't	be	contained	due	to	logistical	or	moral	reasons.	This	differs	from	Archon	in	that	the	containment	of	Cernunnos	SCPs	would	either	bankrupt	or	weigh	on	the	conscious	of	those	who	contain	such	an	anomaly,	while	Archon
SCPs	being	contained	would	likely	take	away	from	consensus	reality.	See	Category:Cernunnos	for	examples.	Decommissioned[]	Emblem	for	the	Decommissioned	classification.	Anomalies	classified	as	Decommissioned	were	intentionally	destroyed	or	de-anomalized	by	the	SCP	Foundation	due	to	their	danger,	resource	drain,	or	general	inconvenience	in
keeping	contained.	Out	of	universe,	this	was	originally	meant	as	a	way	to	get	rid	of	terrible	entries	to	the	SCP	Wiki	in-universe,	typically	by	using	author	avatars,	though	later	was	used	for	normal	SCPs	for	story	purposes.	See	Category:Decommissioned	for	examples.	Gödel[]	Emblem	for	the	Gödel	classification.	Gödel	is	named	for	Kurt	Gödel,	a	logician
known	for	his	completeness	theorem.	Gödel	SCPs	are	those	that	can	be	explained	by	anomalous	science.	See	Category:Godel	for	examples.	Hiemal[]	Emblem	for	the	Hiemal	classification.	Hiemal	is	another	word	for	wintry.	Hiemal	SCPs	are	usually	a	pair	of	anomalies	that	keep	each	other	in	check	by	some	means.	As	such,	it	typically	means	that	more
advanced	containment	procedures	are	not	necessary,	and	simply	must	be	contained	to	prevent	any	effects	from	harming	the	human	race.	See	Category:Hiemal	for	examples.	Principalis[]	Emblem	for	the	Principalis	classification.	Principalis	is	the	Latin	word	for	"primary."	Principalis	SCPs	typically	are	responsible	for	constituting	the	primary	directive
of	the	O5	Council. This	does	not	mean	Uncontained	SCPs	are	impossible	to	contain,	it	simply	means	they're	not	within	the	grasp	of	the	SCP	Foundation.	See	Category:Uncontained	for	examples.	Yesod[]	Emblem	for	the
Yesod	classification.	Yesod	is.	according	to	the	Kabbalah,	the	name	of	the	foundation	upon	which	God	built	the	world. Classes.	As	a	note,	any	SCP	that's	autonomous	or	sapient	is	generally	classified	as	Euclid,	due	to	the	inherent	unpredictability	of	an	object	that	can	act	or	think	on	its	own. The	Foundation	often	can't	contain	these	SCPs	well	due	to	not	having	a	solid	understanding	of	the	anomaly,	or	lacking	the	technology	to	properly	contain	or	counter	it.	A	Keter	SCP	does	not	mean	the	SCP	is	dangerous,	just	that	it	is	simply	very	difficult	or	costly	to	contain.	For	a	complete	list
of	Keter-class	articles	on	the	site,	click	here.	Thaumiel	Thaumiel-class	SCPs	are	anomalies	that	the	Foundation	specifically	uses	to	contain	other	SCPs.	Even	the	mere	existence	of	Thaumiel-class	objects	is	classified	at	the	highest	levels	of	the	Foundation,	and	their	locations,	functions,	and	current	status	are	known	to	few	Foundation	personnel	outside
of	the	O5	Council. Secondary	Classes	The	following	object	classes	are	less	frequently	used,	and	designate	anomalies	with	unusual	containment	requirements.	Apollyon	Apollyon-class	SCPs	are	anomalies	that	cannot	be	contained,	are	expected	to	breach	containment	imminently,	or
some	other	similar	scenario.	Such	anomalies	are	usually	associated	with	world-ending	threats	or	a	K-Class	Scenario	of	some	kind,	and	require	a	massive	effort	from	the	Foundation	to	deal	with. For	a	complete	list	of	Archon-class	articles
on	the	site,	click	here.	Ticonderoga	Ticonderoga-class	SCPs	cannot	be	contained,	but	also	do	not	need	to	be	contained.	While	these	anomalies	are	similar	to	Archon-class	SCPs	in	that	their	containment	is	unnecessary,	Ticonderoga-class	SCPs	are	distinguished	by	also	not	being	containable	given	the	Foundation's	current	knowledge	and	resources.	This
may	be	due	to	their	widespread	or	ubiquitous	occurance	on	Earth,	despite	the	general	public	remaining	unaware	of	their	existence	or	anomalous	nature,	although	the	Ticonderoga	class	also	includes	extraterrestrial	anomalies	beyond	the	current	reach	of	the	Foundation. Standard	Object	Classes	Most	of	the	following	Object	Classes	indicate	that	an	SCP	has	not	yet	been	assigned	a	standard	object	class,	or	that	it	was	previously	assigned	a	Standard	Object	Class	but	no	longer	requires	containment.	There	are	also	additional	Object	Classes	that	are	used	less	frequently	than	the	ones	listed	above,	known	as	Esoteric	or
Narrative	object	classes.	Explained	Explained	SCPs	are	commonly	articles	about	anomalies	that	are	completely	and	fully	understood,	to	the	point	where	their	effects	are	now	explainable	by	mainstream	science,	or	phenomena	that	have	been	debunked	or	falsely	mistaken	as	an	anomaly.	For	a	complete	list	of	Explained-class	articles	on	the	site,	click
here.	Neutralized	Neutralized	SCPs	are	former	anomalies	that	are	no	longer	anomalous,	either	through	having	been	intentionally	or	accidentally	destroyed	or	disabled.	For	a	complete	list	of	Neutralized-class	articles	on	the	site,	click	here.	Decommissioned	Decommissioned	SCPs	are	anomalies	that	have	been	intentionally	destroyed	or	stripped	of	their
anomalous	properties	by	the	SCP	Foundation.	As	the	Foundation	usually	tries	to	contain	rather	than	neutralize	anomalous	objects,	this	object	class	is	only	used	when	it	is	not	possible	to	fully	contain	an	anomaly,	or	when	excessive	expenditure	of	resources	is	required	to	keep	an	anomaly	in	containment.	Decommissioning	may	also	be	performed	for
ethical	reasons,	particularly	when	containment	necessitates	extreme	suffering	or	is	unable	to	prevent	excessive	loss	of	life.	To	avoid	any	unnecessary	losses,	decommissioning	anomalies	requires	authorization	from	a	higher	authority,	such	as	the	O5	Council,	the	Ethics	Committee,	or	the	Decommissioning	Department. Decommissioned	articles	on	the	site,	click	here.	Pending	SCP	articles	that	have	not	yet	been	assigned	an	object	class	may	be	labelled	as	Pending.	This	is	used	to	indicate	that	the	Foundation	does	not	currently	have	enough	information	to	assign	an	object	class	to	the	anomaly.	This	is	a	deliberate	decision	to	emphasise	that	research	is	ongoing,	and	isn't
the	same	as	the	author	not	knowing	which	object	class	to	assign!	For	a	complete	list	of	Pending-class	articles	on	the	site,	click	here.	Uncontained	SCPs	that	are	not	yet	contained	may	be	assigned	an	object	class,	often	Keter,	but	in	some	articles	Uncontained	is	used	in	place	of	an	object	class	to	emphasise	that	ongoing	effort	is	required	to	establish	or

Esoteric	Object	Classes	Additional	Object	classes	not	listed	above	are	generally	created	to	further	the	narrative	in	a	particular	SCP	and	only	used	once,	and	so	are	referred	to	as	Esoteric	or	Narrative
Object	Classes.	Esoteric	object	classes	that	are	used	often	enough	may	eventually	meet	the	requirements	to	be	added	to	the	list	of	Secondary	Classes	above.	It	is	recommended	to	use	one	of	the	Primary	Object	Classes	listed	here	for	most	SCPs,	only	using	another	object	class	if	there's	a	good	reason	to	justify	it	in	the	article. If	an	SCP	is	very	dangerous	should	its	Object	Class	be	higher?	Can	an	SCP	have	more	than	one	Object	Class?	What	about	Risk	Classes?	Disruption	Classes?	Threat	Levels?	ect.	I
thought	we	weren't	Decomissioning	articles	anymore?	When	did	that	change?	What	determines	which	Object	Classes	are	added	to	this	list?	What	is	the	Locked	Box	Test?	The	Locked	Box	Test	is	an	informal	guideline	used	to	determine	an	object's	most	appropriate	Object	Class.	It	goes	like	this:	If	you	lock	it	in	a	box,	leave	it	alone,	and	nothing	bad	will
happen,	then	it's	probably	Safe.	If	you	lock	it	in	a	box,	leave	it	alone,	and	you're	not	entirely	sure	what	will	happen,	then	it's	probably	Euclid.	If	you	lock	it	in	a	box,	leave	it	alone,	and	it	easily	escapes,	then	it's	probably	Keter.	If	it	is	the	box,	then	it's	probably	Thaumiel.	Extending	the	analogy	to	other	Object	Classes:	If	it	used	to	need	a	box,	but	no
longer	does,	it's	Neutralized.	If	this	is	because	of	a	deliberate	decision	by	the	Foundation,	it	was	probably	Decomissioned.	If	it	turns	out	it	never	needed	a	box	in	the	first	place,	it's	probably	Explained.	If	you	can't	fit	it	in	a	box	and	it's	about	to	end	the	world,	then	it's	probably	Apollyon.	If	you	could	have	locked	it	in	a	box	but	chose	not	to,	then	it's
probably	Archon.	If	you	can't	fit	it	in	a	box	but	that's	not	a	big	deal,	then	it's	probably	Ticonderoga.	If	you're	not	sure	what	box	to	put	it	in	yet,	it's	probably	Pending.	Note	that	as	a	special	consideration,	something	that	is	autonomous,	alive,	and/or	sapient	is	almost	always	at	least	Euclid-class.	That	is,	if	you	lock	a	living	thing	in	a	box	and	forget	about
it,	it	will	eventually	suffocate	or	starve	to	death,	and	that's	not	a	good	outcome.	Something	that	is	intelligent	could	also	end	up	being	smart	enough	to	outwit	its	containment	procedures	and/or	stop	cooperating	with	the	Foundation's	attempts	to	contain	it,	making	it	more	dangerous	than	it	otherwise	might	be.	What	if	I	find	an	SCP	that	is	the	wrong
Object	Class?	The	Object	Classes	are	intentionally	left	vague	as	to	not	limit	the	author's	creative	freedom;	a	rigid,	defined	system	of	classes	might	hinder	an	author's	ability	to	write	the	way	they	would	want	to,	and	as	such	multiple	proposals	to	create	better-defined	systems	in	the	past	have	been	turned	down	by	SCP	Wiki	staff.	If	you	find	an	SCP
article	that	you	feel	might	be	inappropriately	classified,	feel	free	to	raise	discussion	on	the	topic	and	see	what	other	community	members	think.	If	the	explanation	is	not	to	your	satisfaction,	then	feel	free	to	express	your	opinion	on	the	matter	and	vote	accordingly	on	the	page.	If	an	SCP	is	very	dangerous	should	its	Object	Class	be	higher?	No,	danger
does	not	really	affect	an	SCP's	Object	Class.	As	has	been	reiterated	several	times	above	this,	an	item's	Object	Class	is	more	based	on	the	difficulty	of	containment	rather	than	the	danger	it	otherwise	poses.	For	example,	a	button	that	can	destroy	the	entire	universe	when	it's	pressed	would	be	safe,	whereas	a	cat	who	randomly	switches	places	with
another	cat	anywhere	on	earth	would	be	considered	Keter.	Can	an	SCP	have	more	than	one	Object	Class?	Generally	no,	however	it	is	permitted.	While	Secondary	Classes	can	be	used	alone,	they	are	often	used	in	addition	to	a	primary	object	class,	and	in	those	cases	the	tags	for	both	are	applied	(or	the	tag	for	the	primary	object	class	plus	the	esoteric-
class	tag).	In	cases	where	an	SCP's	object	class	changes	over	time,	and	the	SCP	article	reflects	that,	for	the	purpose	of	tagging	only	the	Object	Class	or	classes	on	the	final	version	of	the	SCP	should	be	applied.	The	exception	is	SCPs	that	were	Neutralized,	Decomissioned	or	Explained	-	they	should	be	tagged	with	whatever	their	object	class	was
before.	What	about	Risk	Classes?	Disruption	Classes?	Threat	Levels?	ect.	Various	authors	have	introduced	alternatives	or	supplements	to	the	SCP	Object	Class.	The	most	widely	used	is	the	Anomaly	Classification	System	(ACS),	explained	in	detail	in	this	guide,	which	adds	a	Risk	Class	to	indicate	how	dangerous	an	anomaly's	effect	are	to	individuals,
and	a	Disruption	Class	to	indicate	how	widespread	its	effects	would	be	if	uncontained.	Alternatively,	some	articles	use	color-coded	Threat	Levels	to	indicate	how	dangerous	an	anomaly	if	containment	was	breached.	This	system	was	originally	created	by	the	French	branch	of	the	SCP	Wiki,	as	outlined	in	this	translated	guide,	but	has	seen	some	use	on
the	English-language	Wiki.	Other	systems	are	less	frequently	used,	and	may	be	the	creation	of	a	single	author	for	use	in	their	own	works,	although	other	people	are	welcome	to	use	if	if	they	think	it	works	well	for	their	own	articles.	I	thought	we	weren't	Decomissioning	articles	anymore?	When	did	that	change?	Originally,	the	Decommissioned	Object
Class	was	used	by	staff	to	place	unwanted	articles	deemed	to	be	of	low	quality	in	a	sort	of	"Wall	of	Shame"	rather	than	simply	deleting	them,	keeping	them	around	to	serve	as	examples	of	what	not	to	do.	This	involved	rewriting	the	article	to	describe	the	SCP	object's	"decomissioning",	generally	involving	author	avatars	destroying	the	object	in	an	over-
the-top	manner.	This	practice	is	no	longer	performed,	partly	because	such	heavy-handed	edits	by	SCP	staff	are	no	longer	allowed	and	partly	because	decommissioning	ended	up	backfiring,	rather	than	encouraging	better	writing.	The	Decommissioned	articles,	formerly	listed	here,	have	now	been	deleted.	See	the	History	of	the	Universe	Hub	for	more
information	about	this	period	in	the	site's	history.	The	modern	Decomissioned	Object	Class,	as	described	on	the	Decommissioning	Department	Hub,	is	very	different.	Although	the	name	references	the	original	process	of	Decommissioning,	it's	about	exploring	the	reasons	why	the	SCP	Foundation	might	want	to	destroy	a	particular	SCP	object	for
pragmatic	or	ethical	reasons,	and	is	not	about	mocking	low-quality	articles.	What	determines	which	Object	Classes	are	added	to	this	list?	Ultimately,	it	comes	down	to	how	often	an	object	class	is	used.	While	the	majority	of	SCPs	are	classified	as	Safe,	Euclid	or	Keter,	some	articles	use	a	different	classification.	While	most	of	these	are	created	for	a
specific	SCP	and	used	only	once,	a	narrative	object	class	can	be	reused	if	another	author	thinks	it	is	useful.	As	a	general	guideline,	if	you	use	an	object	class	that	isn't	listed	on	this	page,	it's	worth	making	sure	that	it's	clear	what	it	means	within	the	SCP	article,	because	your	reader	is	unlikely	to	have	seen	it	before.	Safe,	Euclid,	and	Keter	have	been
standard	classes	since	the	inception	of	the	website;	all	others	became	standard	due	to	widespread	usage.	Currently,	an	esoteric	object	class	must	be	used	in	25	SCP	articles	before	it	can	be	given	its	own	tag	and	be	defined	in	this	guide.
