Facing Feelings: The Art of Raina Telgemeier, now on display at the Billy Ireland Cartoon Library & Museum! I have been working with the museum’s curators on this show since the
summer of 2021. It’s a retrospective of my nearly twenty years as a professional cartoonist, plus a selection of work I made along the path to get there: art and artifacts my parents saved from my childhood, comics I did in school, and stories from my early days as a self-published minicomics creator. Visitors look at Raina’s comics on a wall featuring
an illustrated backdrop of the San Francisco skyline. A gallery wall at the Billy featuring multiple comics pages by Raina, underneath large cartoon circles featuring faces depicting ‘sadness’ and ‘fear’ emotions. 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Mark I, or GL Mk.
